e  FOQOD for new families at Mary’s Place and for others
who access our Food Shelf.

refugee families who found themselves homeless soon after pans, glasses, silverware, towels, sheets, blankets,

are so thankful to be in the United States, but are struggling e STROLLERS in good working condition
to afford rent and find jobs with limited English. We have
been able to provide them shelter and we are working to
connect them with opportunities for English classes, jobs,
and housing. They are so thankful for Mary’s Place and for
everything Mary Jo has done for them. We hope to continue
to be a source of hope and welcome for refugee families.
